
How to fill the Letter of Interest 
(doctorate degree, post-doctorate and staff scholarships)

This Letter of Interest demonstrates the host university’s interest in hosting the scholar.

Step 1: Establish contact with your host university. The DUNIA BEAM contact person will support you in finding an adequate academic coordinator/supervisor, who is willing and able to support you and work together with you during your DUNIA BEAM mobility.

Step 2: Discuss and agree upon the planned study/research/training/teaching activities with your academic coordinator/supervisor at your host university.

Step 3: The academic coordinator/supervisor needs to fill in, sign and stamp the letter of interest and send it back to you.

Step 4: Scan and upload the following pages the letter of interest.
